On March 10, 2010 NDI
(National Drycleaners Institute)
and ISFA (Illinois State Fabricare
Association) met with Representa-
tive Julie Hamos and Representa-
tive Mike Tryon in Springfield II-
linois.

Both Representatives addressed their
concerns of the solvent use and how
it has been effecting the environment.
ISFA and NDI tried voicing the dry
cleaners and environmental concerns
to the Representatives. It was noted
that they did not speak for the entire
industry since HB 6115 was intro-
duced so quickly that the industry
was not able to collect the opinions
and data needed. If this bill passed as
is, about half the current dry cleaning
industry would fail, be jobless and
go into financial debt. Therefore the
Representatives offered to work with
the dry cleaning industry to come
up with a better legislation.
