House Bill 2491

This bill was introduced on
Febraury 19, 2009 which
amends the Fund from not
getting sweeped, charged, and
etc again. If this bill is passed,
and another fund sweep by
the state is issued, the Fund
would be exempt from the
money transfer. On May 14,
2009 the bill was passed by

the Senate and arrived in the
House. On May 31, 2009,
HB 2491 was passed in both
houses and was then sent to
the Governor for his signa-
ture on June 29, 2009. As of
today, the bill has not been
signed by the Governor.

Representative Michael J.
Zalewski’s bill to provide a
20% tax credit with the pur-
chase price of a “green” dry

cleaning machine (not ex-
ceeding $20,000 for each
qualified “green” dry clean-
ing machine once in a taxable
year) will unlikely make it to
the House of Representatives
floor for vote this year. Mr.
Patrick Eriksen will continue
to closely monitor any leg-
islation impacting the Trust
Fund and NDI will relay the
information to our members.

Senate Bill 750

On February 6, 2009Senator
James Meeks introduced this
bill. He had discussed this bill
to raise income tax to reform
the school funding issues.
The income tax would be
increased and services such
as haircuts and dry cleaning
would start being taxed. Cur-

rently services are excluded
from taxes but generate more
than five times the econmnic
activity than taxable goods.
The overlook of this bill, is
to increase income tax from
2-5%. Expanding the sales
tax base to include services,
and then issue a tax relief
to low and middle income
households property owners.

Senator Meeks belives that if
the SB 750 is passed Illinois,
trhe state will start filling in
the financial obligations and
lessen the financial burden on
families by lowering the low
and middle income house-
holds.

However even if this bill is
passed, it will not be a quick
solution but a slow process.
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Illinois EPA’s Inspection on
Site Investigation at Randall
Cleaners in Aurora

Three project managers, Mr. Prat-
ap Mehra, Mr. Max Twum, and
Mr. Joshua Rilying, from the Site
Remediation Program (SRP) of
[llinois EPA, who are responsible
for reviewing technical reports by
environmental consultants and
for issung a No Further Remedia-
tion letter (NFR letter), observed
a site investigation conducted by
Hydrodynamics Consults, Inc.
(HDC), the largest environmental
consulting firm for cleaners in Il-
linois, at Randall Cleaners in Au-
rora on May 20, 2009.

The site investigation included
taking groundwater samples from
monitoring wells, determination
of groundwater flow direction,
and determination of permeability
of soil underneath the cleaners. I1-
linois EPA required to obtain these
information to decide how bad
groundwater is pollutedf and how

fast the contaminants can migrate
in soil and groundwater. Based
on the information from the site
investigation, critical decisions
can be made for potential risks as-
sociated with the release of perc
contaminants. Therefore, Illinois
EPA wanted to observe the inves-
tigation processes to make sure it
complied with EPA’s regulations
and requirements.
Hydrodynamics Consultants pro-
fessional performed several well
testing by using a computerized
pressure meter and indicators.
EPA’s project managers carefully
watched the test procedures and
asked a few questions regarding
appropriate  technologies. The
site investigation started from
11:30am and finished approxi-
mately at 4:00pm. After observa-
tion of the site investigation the
[llinois EPA project managers
were very satisfied with the re-
sults of the investigation by HDC.

about Perc

1. What is Perc?
Perchloroethylene, or perc, is
the dominant solvent used in
dry cleaning. Perc is used by
most professional dry clean-
ers because it is the most effec-
tive at removing stains from all
types of different fabrics. Perc is
not flammable, unlike alterna-
tive solvents. Since perc can be
reused, it’s also a cost effective
for dry cleaners. Perc is not only
used in the dry cleaning indus-
try but in shoe polish, paint, spot
removers, cleaning metal parts,
and etc.

2. How does perc
pollute the
environment?

Perc can to get into the air, wa-
ter and ground during the clean-
ing, purification, and waste dis-
posal phases of the dry cleaning
process. However through huge

improvements in equipment and
more careful operating practices
and consumption has decreased
more than 65% in the past few
years the risks are slim. Major-
ity of the contaminations have
occurred over several decades
ago when the use and disposal
of perc was not regulated by the
EPA.

3. Do I need to worry
about wearing dry cleaned
clothes?

We all are exposed to perc be-
cause it is found in the air and
drinking water nationwide to a
certain extent. As a consumer of
dry cleaning services, you may
be exposed to levels of perc that
are slightly higher than what is
normally found in the outdoor
air however these amounts are
not hazardous to the average
person’s health. Like any chemi-

4. If this cleaner is
contaminated, what is
being done about it?

A site investigation was done to
this dry cleaner and as a result
showed that there were contami-
nation levels higher than what
IEPA allows. Currently we are
working with an Environmental
Consulting company to remedi-
ate the contamination. We have
an insurance policy with Illinois
Trust Fund which covers up to
$300,000 for remediation costs
and we also participate in a com-
pliance program which requires
us to take 4 hours of Continuing
Education seminars and conduct
Third Party Inspection. Taking

all these measures
will minimize any risk
of future contamination.

5. What have the

cleaners industry been
doing to clean up the
contaminations if
anything?

Dry cleaners have set up an orga-
nization in 1998 called the Dry-
cleaners Environmental Trust
Fund of Illinois (Fund) to help
dry cleaners out with the cost of
clean ups. This Fund is solely
funded by dry cleaners with year-
ly fees. If a dry cleaner is found to
contaminated, they are required
to clean up to IEPA’s standards.
Since dry cleaners have found
out that perc was a contaminant
there has been a 90% decrease in
usage throughout the state.
